After they too went through and scrutinized the constitution and other relevant of the group and found that it is neither partisan nor profit making group, more ever they find that will be a good development partner of Mbeya region.

So without any objections, they decided to register it under the certificate of registration No.11NGO/1844 that was on The 11th December 2006.

THE KUMBE MEETING

After all the said above, the chairman of the KUMBE group and the friendly group from BDT chairperson, they agreed some agreements on how to work together on the plan of Bongo Camping and to look forward on how we KUMBE could organize on how to get the working permit for one of the representatives from BDT.

So on that issue, the Chairperson of KUMBE decided to call a meeting concerning that issue on 28th January 2007.

On the meeting there were about five agendas and one of it was about knowing how do the KUMBE members feel on working with one of the representative from BDT (KASPER GRAM-HANSEN) the well-known person to KUMBEs.

The result was that all of the members were shouting “NDIYO TUNAMTAKA AJE” (yes we want him to come) and they too said that if they were able, they could contribute for him to be here.

Apart from that agenda the group went through on the Development program of KUMBE and BDT for two years (Bongo Camping) and found that it is a fine and important program.
